


The School of Education awarded full NCATE accreditation 
The School of Education has recently been informed that it once more has earned full accreditation from the National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE), with national recognition for all programs reviewed.  In a letter to President Strauss, NCATE President James G. Cibulka wrote: “We have been most impressed with the cooperation received from the faculty, staff, and administration at your institution.”  Cooperation and support from students, faculty and staff as well as alumni and professionals in the broader education community were instrumental to our success during the March, 2011 site visit.

What does this mean for graduates of School of Education and for Manhattanville?  NCATE accreditation provides recognition that the college of education has met national professional standards for the preparation of teachers and other educators.  When a school of education is NCATE accredited, it provides an assurance that the school’s teacher preparation program has met national standards set by the teaching field at large and has undergone rigorous external and impartial review by professionals, policymakers, and representatives of the public.  In NCATE’s performance-based accreditation system, institutions must provide evidence of competent teacher candidate performance. Teacher candidates must know the subject matter they plan to teach and how to teach effectively so that all students learn.  Because many states have reciprocity agreements based on graduation from NCATE accredited schools, graduates of NCATE-accredited schools generally find it easier to apply for licensure when they move out of state.  

What is NCATE?
The National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education is a non-profit, non-governmental alliance of 33 national professional education and public organizations representing millions of Americans who support quality teaching.  NCATE accreditation is a mark of distinction, and provides recognition that the college of education has met national professional
standards for the preparation of teachers and other educators.
